February 9, 2010
Minutes

Shelly Duke called the meeting to order at 8:45 am.  
Jana Cheap made the motion to approve the January minutes as corrected and clarified.  Laura Piatt seconded; passed unanimously.
President’s Remarks
Shelly reported that she has been to two PAC meetings since the last PTO meeting.  Highlights from these meetings are as follows:
1. Northern Hills will host the April 8 PAC meeting.  Please be thinking of ideas to make it special for the guests.

2. Mrs. Doane (a past teacher at NH) was recognized at the recent EPS Board meeting for receiving the Presidential Award for Science from President Obama.  

3. The EPS Board wants to convey to parents that the Edmond school district is over 130 square miles in size.  Making decisions regarding snow days is difficult, and not an “exact science”.  During inclement weather, the district will either have school with all services or not have school at all.
4. The nutrition program currently being offered at Crosstimbers will have a pilot program expanded to other schools.  In the spring, all schools will have a week of fresh meals.

5. A change from 7 periods to 6 periods is being considered for the middle schools.

6. Financial concerns continue for the district; over the next two years the district will be receiving less money from the state.  However, EPS is in good shape through the end of the year.

Shelly reminded everyone that the School Board election is today.  Please vote.

Also, Shelly asked everyone to think about serving on the Executive Board for next year.  The Slate of Officers must be completed in order to be approved at the March PTO meeting.  The remaining chairs must be filled by April, and the combined Boards will meet in May.

Shelly thanked the Book Fair and Hospitality teams for their flexibility and hard work.
