Minutes

President’s Remarks

Principal’s Remarks

Mrs. Sizemore thanked all of the committee chairs for their work during the year.
Gilliam Music will most likely be doing the new sound system for us.  They seem very knowledgeable about our issues and cost effective.  They have provided good ideas for options that will be beneficial to us.
Mrs. Sizemore is 99% sure that we will be implementing a before and after school day care program next year.  A DHS license will be required for this.  It will provide great benefits to our kids.

Mrs. Sizemore has turned in a list of “wants” for the next bond election.  Due to budget and staffing issues, the district will not be building new schools.  They will instead be putting money into existing schools.  Some of Mrs. Sizemore’s requests are walls in the computer labs, new storage cabinets, inside painting, remodeling of the 3rd grade wing, and reconfiguring the old office area.

Target and Office Depot both “give back” to Northern Hills a % of sales.  Target is through their Red Card (when NH is designated) and Office Depot just needs to be told at check-out.
