Campus Improvements

Toni James and Ann Bonsteel reported that the Campus Improvements Fund currently has $7,257.  They have received a bid of $4,597.50 from Rex’s Playground to finish re-edging the playground units.  Current bylaws require that three bids be obtained for expenses over $3,000.  Toni made the motion that we circumvent this requirement for this job, since Rex’s has performed satisfactory, cost-efficient work for us in the past.  Amy Decker seconded; passed unanimously.  Toni made the motion that we engage Rex’s to complete the playground edging per the bid of $4,597.50, with work to be completed by Fall Fun Fest.  Mark Nikkel seconded; passed unanimously.

Amy Decker advised that the surplus in budget is divided at the end of the year between the Technology and Campus Improvements Funds.  We need to decide how this will be divided between the two Funds at the end of the 2009-2010 budget year.  Last year, a surplus of approximately $6,000 was divided, with 80% going to Campus Improvements, and the remaining 20% to Technology.  Angie Bishop made the motion that the surplus from the 2009-2010 Budget be divided equally between the two Funds.  Beth Olson seconded; passed unanimously.

Long term plans involve possibly installing a canopy for the bus loading area, and replacing some playground equipment.
