Minutes

Shelly Duke called the meeting to order at 7:05 pm.  

Michelle Guyer made the motion to approve the September minutes.  Laura Piatt seconded; passed unanimously.
President’s Remarks

Shelly reported that the September Ballot passed, approving the PTO Budget with a vote of 163 yes, 4 no.  

Shelly also reported on the September PAC Meeting.  Highlights from the meeting were:
1) It is important that parents be encouraged to report why children are absent, so illnesses such as H1N1 can be tracked within the schools.  Shelly requested that a school wide e-mail be sent advising parents.
2) Crosstimbers Elementary is participating in a pilot program using an on-site chef to develop menus using locally obtained, fresh ingredients in the school meals.

3) The November 10th Bond Election will be for 39 new elementary classrooms, primarily for Westfield and Centennial.

Vice President’s Report
Michelle Guyer reported that there has been a good response on recipes submitted for the cookbook addendum.

Her next project will be consideration of the future use of the Wetlands.  She will be polling teachers about how they would like to see it used, and how parent involvement and additional educational materials might be used to make it more useful.
Treasurer Report

Laura Piatt presented the September financial report.  Traci Spencer made the motion to approve the report.  Teri Cowden-Draper seconded; passed unanimously.

Shelly advised that the May (2009) Ballot approved the reframing of the Meet the Masters prints, and the purchase of a three hole punch for the workroom.  Approximately $1,500 is remaining; this will be used to purchase some decorative accessories for the main office, and dredge the wetlands.  Additionally, an Eagle Scout wants to clean up the nature trail that connects Northern Hills with the Kingston neighborhood.  Shelly Duke made the motion that we grant him $200 to use on the project.  Jana Cheap seconded; passed unanimously.
