Treasurer Report

The Fall Fun Fest resulted in a profit of $6,147, which is down about $200 from 2008.

The Fall Fundraiser resulted in a profit of $6,497 from Sally Foster sales (down about $1,600 from 2008), and $1,372 from the entertainment books (these were not sold at all in 2008).

The Just Write a Check campaign has raised $1,780 so far this year.  It raised $4,200 in 2008-2009.

Laura presented the Expenditure Ballot to approve reallocating the money left over from the May, 2009 Expenditure Ballot (attached to minutes).  Shelly Duke made the motion to approve the November 10, 2009 Expenditure Ballot.  Christine Ford seconded; passed unanimously.
