Please remember that these tests are 
required by the state. Students need to arrive at school on 
time after a good night’s sleep and nutritious breakfast. 
We are still in need of test monitors (required by the 
state) for those days. Please call Tracy Hill, our school 
counselor, if you can give us a morning for this important 
task.

The next two months will be full of activities. Watch 
bookbags for information coming home. 
 
If you missed kindergarten pre-enrollment days you can 
still come in to enroll your little one. Early enrollment 
helps us with pre-planning for next year.  
 
Pre-Kindergarten application period begins April 19th and 
ends April 30th. We have room for eighty four-year-olds 
next year. Applications are open to anyone in the Edmond 
Public School district. If we have more than eighty 
applications a random drawing will be held to determine 
who is in our program. Please encourage everyone who has 
a child who will be four years old before the first of 
September to apply for a spot at Northern Hills. This free 
half-day program is excellent and lays a great foundation 
for children’s education. 
 
Third grade Land Run reenactment has been changed to 
April 30th and second grade program will be April 28th.

Your child will be more comfortable in their classroom environment.  The make-ups will not be done with 

their teacher or in their classroom.  Eating a healthy, high protein breakfast will keep their tummies 

full, this is very important…not to mention a good night’s sleep!  Encourage your child to do their best.  

If you see unusual test anxiety, please call me so I can reassure them.   Please refrain from making 

dental or other appointments that can be delayed until after testing.
